Jesus tells his disciples that he is coming back. He says they must ‘Be Ready’ for him to return. 
He gives two examples of readiness, a servant waiting for his master and a homeowner 
knowing that a thief is going to break in. Like them, we are to be ready for Jesus to return. 
 

Option 1: Around the dinner table or 
over afternoon tea give each family 
member one of the pictures on the 
next page. Each person needs to 
come up with 3 ways that the 
person in their picture gets ready for 
what they’re doing. When each 
family member has shared discuss 
the ‘Be Ready’ questions below. 
 

Option 2: Get out your art 
and craft things and create 
a Memory Verse Mural. Put 
it up somewhere you’ll see 
it often. When you’ve 
finished discuss the ‘Saved’ 
questions below.

Green stands for Creation. God made the world and everything in it. God loves us and he’s in 
charge of everything. 
 
 

Option 1: Around the dinner table or over 
afternoon tea let each family member 
share 1 thing that they are in charge of 
(e.g. their room, a musical instrument, the 
car, etc) and what is their favourite thing 
about being in charge. When each family 
member has shared discuss the ‘God’s in 
Charge questions below. 
 

Option 2: Together as 
a family read the 
creation story from a 
Kids Bible. When 
you’ve finished, 
discuss the ‘God 
made the world’ 
questions below.

God Made The World 
What is your favourite part 
of God’s creation?

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Slime 
What you’ll need 

- Lux flakes, or other pure soap flakes 
- Hot water 
- Green food colouring 
- A tub to put it in 
- Something to mix with 
- Garbage bags or ponchos or paint shirts to stop kids 

getting dirty 
- Funnels, cups, spoons for kids to use as they play with 

the slime 
 
What to do… 
Tip your soap flakes into the tub and add hot or boiling water – 
a rough idea of ratio is 1 cup of soap flakes to 3 cups of water, 
but you might need to play around and add more of either 
ingredient to get it the consistency that you want. Add the 
food dye to make it the colour you want. 
 
Mix up your soap flakes a water. Electric beaters would be fun 
if you have some, or just a regular whisk or spoon will do. 
If you want to play with your slime right away whip it up till it is 
nice and bubbly. It will be light and fluffy, but if you want it to 
be really slimy, mix it up and let it sit overnight…. 
The next day it should be the consistency of snot. Delightful! 
 
I suggest you put a towel or cloth under your tubs to catch the drips. A plastic tablecloth would 
become really slippery with the soapy slime, and the towels can just be chucked in the wash, no 
extra detergent needed. Just let the kids enjoy some free play with the slime.

Black stands for Sin. We don’t want God to be in charge. We want to be in charge of our own 
lives. The Bible calls this SIN and the punishment for sin is DEATH.

As a family find some 
different stories that show the 
sin in our world. When you’ve 
read a few discuss the ‘Our 
Sin’ questions below.

Draw a circle on the ground in chalk. 
Divide the circle into equal segments 
and write different colours in each. 
Make sure there is one RED segment. 
Blindfold one person and stand them 
in the middle of the circle spin them 
around slowly. Get them to take three 
steps in any direction, then remove the 
blindfold. If they are standing in the 
red segment win. Continue until 
everyone has had a turn. Then discuss 
the ‘Jesus’ Blood’ questions below.

Option 1: As a family stack 
the dishwasher or wash 
clean all the dishes 
together (or you could 
even wash clean the car if 
you’re feeling 
adventurous).

Option 3: Give each family 
member a tablespoon of rice. Put 
a timer on for 1 minute. Then see 
which family member can line up 
their rice in the longest line in the 
time allowed. You could even use 
chopsticks to line them up if you 
wanted it to be a bit of a 
challenge.

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Crown Cookies Recipe 
Ingredients: 

- 2 cups plain flour 
- ¾ cup caster sugar 
- 250g soft butter, cubed 
- 1 large egg yolk 
- 2 tsp vanilla essence 
- ½ tsp salt 
- yellow icing and lollies to decorate 

 
Directions: 

1. Preheat oven to 180 degrees. 
2. Beat butter and sugar together in a bowl 
3. Add canilla essence and egg yolk and beat until smooth 
4. Add the flou and salt and mix it all together 
5. Shape the mixture into a ball using your hands. Wrap it in clingwrap and put 

it in the fridge for 30 minutes. 
6. Sprinkle clean surgace with flour and roll the mixture until it’s 1/2cm thick. 

Then use a knife or cookie cutter to cut out crown shapes 
7. Put the cookies into the overn for 12 minutes. Then put them on a cooling 

rack 
8. Decorate your crown cookies
