He
has faithfully provided for us all through the life of the College and he has done
it again. He knows our needs and he hears our (and your) prayers. 

It has been a great joy and privilege for all of us at College to be involved in this
work. We have been very aware of being upheld by your prayers. The apostle
Paul was conscious of the prayers of the Philippians (Phil. 1:19) and rejoiced in
their partnership in the gospel with him (1:5). We feel the same way about each
of you who have been so faithful in upholding the College over the past few
years. Please keep praying that when Jesus returns we will be found faithful,
preparing men and women to take Jesus and his salvation to all in Sydney and
the world.
